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RARE PLANT BRIEF by Kristie Scarazzo, Rare Plant Chair
Bogg’s Lake Hedge-hyssop

(Gratiola heterosepala)
Family: Scrophulariaceae
Federal Status: None
State Status: Endangered
CNPS Status: 1B (Plants rare, threatened, or endangered in
California and elsewhere)
Bloom Period: April-August
Threatened By: Agriculture, development, over-grazing, invasive
plant species, and off-road vehicles

Bogg’s Lake hedge-
hyssop is a tiny her-
baceous annual that
occurs in aquatic
habitats. It was first
described in 1954
from Bogg’s Lake,
located in Lake
County, California.
This species may be
found in marshes,
swamps, and other
shallow bodies of
water including ver-
nal pools, edges of
stock ponds, and swales. It occurs at elevations ranging from 10 to 2,375 meters
above mean sea level. The known range of Bogg’s Lake hedge-hyssop includes
Fresno, Lake, Lassen, Madera, Merced, Modoc, Placer, Sacramento, Shasta, Siski-
you, San Joaquin, Solano, and Tehama counties; there has been a single docu-
mented occurrence of this species in Oregon.

Bogg’s Lake hedge-hyssop has brownish-red fleshy stems and is typically less
than 10 centimeters (cm) long. It occurs in small clumps or as solitary individu-
als. The leaves of this species are generally less than 20 millimeters (mm) in
length, are not clasping, and are oblong and truncate (squared at the end, as if
cut off). Its calyx is subequally fused at the base. A good distinguishing charac-
teristic is its predominantly yellow corolla, with its lower three white lobes and
the other two yellow. Bogg’s Lake hedge-hyssop is often confused with its more
common relative, bractless hedge-hyssop (G. ebracteata). Bractless hedge-hyssop
tends to be much larger in size, has longer leaves with acute tips, sepals that are
not fused, and corollas that have yellow throats with all of the lobes white.

This species has a very ephemeral nature and population numbers vary from
year to year according to the amount of rainfall received and how quickly
seasonally inundated features dry out. Carol Witham, (CNPS member, botanist,
vernal pool expert and activist) believes this species may not be as rare as we
think it is and that it is likely other populations exist. But, because Bogg’s Lake
hedge-hyssop is so small and inconspicuous, the survey window for this species
is variable and fleeting, and its bloom window is associated with inherent vari-
ability of the hydrologic cycle, it may often go undetected and/or reported.
